
ASIPledges Its Support toCFA After Rally

"The faculty iss ues are students ' 
iss ues," Marquez said. "We are fight­
ing togeth er for the proper higher 
education an d better learning condi­
tion s . Call the president, tell him you 
want him to support our faculty, tell 
him your expe rience as a s tudent, 
as a professor, roll back student fees 
and fina lly ne got iate a contract for 
the faculty." 

Chantel J ohnson , a senior and 
Associated Students Inc (ASI) presi­
dent, was also in attendance to give 
a speech and support CFA members . 

"Stu de nts and faculty have united 
with the,common interest, because 
student learning conditions are fac­
ul ty working condit ions ," Johnson 
said during her speech . 

"The chancellor and th e board of 
t rustees have threatened to lay off 
professors, at what cost for students? 
Students have less class availability, 
less advising, and th e five years that 
it would ta ke to graduate would tum 
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into six , seven, or maybe eight . What 
stu dent could afford this?" 

Many students that joined the ral­
ly stated that they were t ired of class 
conditions and low clas s availability. 
Abdul Albaijat, a graduating senior, 
picketed along with faculty, marching 
to support his fellow stu dents . 

"I am marching for the stud ents , 
for lower tui tion," Albai jat said . "My 
class es were canceled this quarter , 
now I can not take them until next 
quarter, or th is summer." 

Greg g Horton, a sophomore major­
ing ill photography, was also very out­
spoken in his mes sa ge to Chancellor 
Reed and the Board of Trustees. 

"1 think that the Chancellor 
needs to highly rethink his position, 
and probably qu it be cause they are 
obviously not doing their job, " said 
Horton. 

Currently the CFA and th e Chan­
cellor's Office are in the process of 
"fact -findin g. " 

This process is due to last through 
March. 

During this process a neutral 
repres entative is appointed by both 
parties from a list that is s ubmitted 
by t he Public Employment Relations 
Board (PERB). Both the CFA and 
CSU bo ard w ill al so have a repre ­
sentat ive working with the PERB 
re presen tat ive . 

Th is three- p erson panel will 
produce a report by the end of April 
recommendin g what steps should be 
taken to resolve all of the outstand­
ing issues in the bargaining process. 
Both part ies then have 10 days in 
w hich to work with the recommen­
dations while trying to ne gotiate a 
settlement. 

" If no agre ement is reached , 
t hen the report becomes public re­
cord, and the Chancellor can choose 
to accept the recommendations of 
the panel or reject them and force 
his own offer, which was already 
reject ed ," Browning said. 

It is at this point that the CFA 
will vote to take action and a facul ty 
strike could begin. 
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
