In the face of the CSU budget crisis and the mandate of
the state Legislatur eÕs Supplemental Repor t Language
(SRL), the CFA chapter at Sonoma State University joined
others in persuading Stuar t Jones, the vice pr esident for
development, to alter a longstanding fund-raising strategy .
Jones has promised to update the Sonoma development
Web site so donors ar e explicitly encouraged to make
unr estricted gifts of all amounts for the instr uctional
budget Ñ not just write huge checks for capital pr ojects to
which their names can be attached.

On the other hand, when Pr esident Ruben Ar mi–ana
used the occasion of a campus budget summit to

announce to students and faculty a policy of sparing all
Òfull-time per manent employeesÓ fr om the budget ax, CF A
activists r esponded in the traditional way: they challenged
the administrationÕ s misplaced priorities.

ÒMore than 100 managerial employees ser ve at Presi-
dent Ar mi–anaÕs pleasure,Ó noted CFA Chapter Pr esident
Victor Garlin. ÒMeanwhile, the positions of hundr eds of
contracted lectur ers, many of whom have been teaching at
the university for many years, ar e in jeopar dy. The stu -
dent-faculty ratio, which used to be 20-to-1, will be 25-to-
1 in the fall, and in the social sciences it will be mor e like
30-to-1.Ó

tors but tar gets lecturers and Faculty Early Retir ement Pr o-
gram (FERP) professors Ñ leading to a 20 or 25 per cent
